A Word from Fr. Jim 
Summer in recent years has been a time of renovation 
projects around the parish. 
This summer is no different.  First of all we are completing 
the exterior work on the church that did not quite get finished 
when winter set in.  This includes some finish painting as 
well as some work that still needs to be completed up on the 
cupola to completely seal it up.  As you may have noticed, 
there has one area where we still have had some problems 
with some leakage.  Hopefully that will now be taken care of.  
We still have problems with the flat roof over the gathering 
space that will be addressed, and once that is taken care of, 
then we can take care of the problems that you see in the 
ceiling of this space.  The most obvious thing that you will 
observe this weekend is the major painting that is going on in 
the church.  We have removed all of the felt paper that was 
very soiled and had a fair amount of mildew behind it.  We 
are going to paint the walls with a “textured look” to give 
them some depth and we will avoid any problems with 
mildew in the future.  Always you run into a few surprises 
that you did not anticipate.  When the church was built, since 
a heavy paper was being placed on the walls, some of the 
walls were  only roughly finished and so now we have to do a 
little more “skim coating” and feather them out so that 
everything is absolutely seamless.  Finally another project 
that we hope to get to is the creation of a pole barn out behind 
the Parish Activity Center for the storage for so much for the 
festival that is now crammed in the church basement, in the 
PAC, Shelter House, and closets here and there.  In addition 
you will notice that about half the shelter house is used for 
storage as well as my garages for this that and everything.  
There is just so little space for storage in our facility, and we 
are looking to expand storage off of Herrmann Hall as well.  
So you can see, we have more than a few projects to keep us 
busy.
